Proposed changes to
preferred model for

Last week, we wrote to parents, staff, governors, and
others involved in the Stage 2 (Step Three) consultation
process in the Cramlington Partnership with an update
on the outcomes of the consultation so far. On January
16th 2006, the County Council Executive considered the
report on the current outcomes of the Step Three
consultation, and have agreed that the further short
period of consultation recommended in the report may
now take place with all those parties who were
consulted in November 2005. This extended
consultation is limited to comments on the minor
changes that have been made to the proposed model
as a result of the feedback received in November. The
specific changes to the proposed model are outlined
below:

Proposed minor changes to
Preferred Model

The recommended changes to the proposed preferred
model and agreed for further consultation are:-

Kramel First School — Part of catchment area to be
allocated to Cragside C of E Primary School. It is
recommended that Kramel First School should retain its
reception and nursery intake in September 2006.
Cragside C of E First School — to become a 11/, Form of
Entry* Primary School at reorganisation and its proposed
catchment area to be extended (original recommendation
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at Step 3 was 1 Form of Entry Primary School). If this
proposal goes forward the school may be located on the
Southlands Middle School site.

Shanklea First School — to become a 11/, Form of Entry
Primary School at reorganisation and its proposed
catchment area to be extended (original recommendation
at Step 3 was 1 Form of Entry Primary School).

Northburn First School — to become a 11/, Form of Entry
Primary School at reorganisation and its proposed
catchment area to be reduced (original recommendation at
Step 3 was 2 Form of Entry Primary School).

Hareside First School — its proposed catchment area to be
reduced as a result of extension of Cragside C of E Primary
School catchment area.

There are no further proposed changes to the model with
regard to Beaconhill First School, Burnside First School,
Eastlea First School, Brockwell Middle School, Parkside
Middle School, Southlands Middle School, Stonelaw Middle
School and Cramlington High School. Further details and

* Forms of Entry - This is a formula used to work out the capacity of a school. The formula assumes an average class
size is 30. As there are 7 years in a Primary school, 30x7 = 210 pupils or 1 Form of Entry (1 FE). If a school had 420
pupils then it would have 2 FE and so on. Sometimes easier to think of in terms of how many reception year intakes a
particular school has, e.g. 1 FE would mean there is one reception intake each year.

** School Organisation Committee (SOC) — The independent decision-making body which convenes for the purpose
of voting on the School Organisation Plan and on statutory proposals
